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No, currently there are no laws against cyber-bullying activities in HK. Therefore
unless there is some form of criminal intent for example, criminal intimidation or
distributing obscene materials, there is nothing the police can do. Under civil law,
you can sue for defamation if the bullying amounted to tarnishing your reputation but
then again, you must be able to prove to the satisfaction of the court that you have

suffered damages or loss. The situation is most unfortunate in HK since there is a

rise in the number of cyberbullying incidents.
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Of course. It all depends how to promote our moral education through web and
internet channel. We may use youtube, SMS, and facebook to promote more prosocial
behavior and ethical issues.
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
